IPIP Mr Kevin Cummings had declared that this year (2009-10) HARRY M BALLANTYNE AWARD of
MERIT would be given to Mr Shin Nara. The prestigious Award of Y’s Men International had presented
ceremoniously to Mr Shin during the colorful International Convention at the Pacifico Yokohama
Convention Centre.

Bio data of Mr Shin Nara;-Born in Osaka Japan Dec 22, 1922 joined Student YMCA in 1940.he
joined the Tokyo Yamate Y’s Men’s Club as a Charter member in 1954, RSD, BE, DG, RD(59-74),
International Vice President(76-78), ICM(76-79).

Profession;-worked as an architectural designer and Engineer and built about 600 buildings in
which 60 churches and YMCA facilities are included.

WHAT IS BALLANTYNE AWARD ?

The HARRY M BALLANTYNE AWARD OF MERIT is the highest honour awarded by the Y’s Men
International. The Trophy was offered by Harry M Ballantyne, retired General Secretary of the Canadian
National Council to be given from time to time to some especially deserving friend of Y’sdom who over a
long period had rendered Service of Special Value and helpfulness to the Y’s Men Movement. The
Award had been presented usually every year to various Y’s Leaders including Judge Paul William
Alexander, the founder in 1964.

WHAT IS ELMER CROWE AWARD ?

Mr Elmer Crowe, a Charter Member of the Vancouver, British Colombia Y’s Men’s Club had been
Regional Director for two years. Taken ill on his return trip from the 1937 Grand Rapids International
Convention, he was forced to take the flight from Cheyenne to his home in VVancouver, while his wife Ms
Marcia, drove the remaining 1650 miles alone. During the ensuing months of illness Marcia carried on his
work as RD. He however, attended the 1938 Toronto Convention. He died shortly after his return from
Toronto. The Elmer Crowe Memorial Award was a gift from Marcia Crowe in his honour. It is being
awarded annually to the outstanding District Governors of YMI Globally.
